
It’s time to fill in your
census form

This leaflet tells you about 
the census and how to fill  
in the form.
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What is the census?

Every 10 years we collect information 
about everyone in Northern Ireland. 

We do this by asking some questions
about:

•	 you 

•	 where you live 

•	 where you work

This is called a census.

Your answers are very important.

It will help tell us how many people
live in Northern Ireland and a little
bit about them.



Your answers help organisations to 
decide how best to run services in 
your local area. 

Services like: 

•	 hospitals

	
•	 council services that help you 
		  and the area you live in

	

•	 transport.  This means things  
		  like buses

	

•	 schools

The next census is happening 
on Sunday 21 March 2021. 



Who should fill in the
census form

Everybody needs to fill in the census.

1 person in your house can fill it in for
everyone or you can fill it in yourself.

If 1 person fills it in for everyone they
must either:

•	 live there and own the home  
		  or pay the rent 

	

	•	 live there and pay the bills. 
		  Things like the gas, electricity  
		  and rates

•	 be a paid support worker or carer
		  for people who live in the house



What you need to do

You will get a letter in the post.

As soon as you get the letter you  
can fill in the census.

We will ask you to tell us who  
is staying at your home on
Sunday 21 March 2021.

You should include people who
usually live there, even if they are
away from home on that day.

If someone is staying overnight you
can add them as a visitor.



Important

The law says you must fill in the
census form.

If you don’t fill it in you may have 
to pay a fine.

The fine can be up to £1000.



How to fill in your census
form

You can fill in the form online or you
can fill in a paper form.

You need to phone us if you want
a paper form.

It is free to phone us.

You will get a letter with a code on it.
It is called your access code.

You need this code to fill in the
census. You should keep it safe and
only share it with people you trust.

Dear Householder
We need your help with the census, which gathers vital information for planning 
services such as education, transport and health. All households should complete 
the census by Census Day: Sunday 21 March 2021 or as soon as possible after. 
By law, you must complete the census or you could be fined up to £1,000.  
There's no penalty for not completing the questions on religion or sexual orientation.
